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Myanmar National Human Rights Commission Inspected to Alkalaung

Agniculture, Livestock and Vocational Training Camp

May 1

On 7 May 2026, an inspection team from the
Myanmar National Human Rights Commission, led
by Members U Than Win and U Ohn Khaing, carried
out a field inspection of the Aikalaung Agriculture,
Livestock and Vocational Training Camp (Labour
Camp) in Taikkyi Township, Yangon Region. This
inspection was conducted under Sections 43 and
44 of the Commission’s Law.

During the inspection at the labour camp,
the team visited prisoners in their dormitories and
inquired about matters relating to the fundamental
rights of the prisoners, including the living and
food conditions, access to healthcare services,
and medical treatment for injuries sustained in the
workplace, Further inquiries were made regarding
the avallability of sufficient purified drinking
water, the arrangements for physical exercise and

sports on off days, and the measures taken to

facilitate for accessing the camp library. The team
also examined the right to freedom of religion, the
situation of allowing family visits and the receipt
of items issued by the camp and those sent by
family members. Additionally, the team inspected
whether there was any discrimination in work
assignments, any instances of torture, and the
status of workplace safety measures implemented.

Then the inspection team inspected various
facilities including the dormitories, the prison
clinic, the library, kitchen, food warehouse, water
purifiers, the leanliness of internal and external
sewage system, and the Commission donated
knowledgeable books for prisoners to read and
study.

The findings and recommendations from
the inspection visits will be sent to the relevant
department for necessary action, in line with the

Commission's law.

Myanmar National Human Rights Commission Inspected to Center for Women Care and

Development (CWCD)

On 18 May 2026, an inspection team from
the Myanmar National Human Rights Commission,
led by Members U Than Win and U Ohn Khaing,
carried out a field inspection of Center for Women
Care and Development (CWCD), in Twante
Township, Yangon Region.

In accordance with the provisions and
procedures of the Commission Law, the Inspection
team conducted an inspection at the Women

Care and Development Center regarding the

assess to healthcare services, provision of food,
dormitory arrangements, the sufficient supply of
persenal hygiene products, provision of purified
drinking water, and the cleanliness and adequacy
of water tank. Furthermore, the Inspection
team covered the rehabilitation efforts aimed at
improving mental and physical well-being through
behavioral reformation, providing psychological
encouragement for social independence so they
can stand as valuable members of society, as

well as access to education, right to contact and
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reintegration with thelr family's members. The team also observed the implementation of vocational

training, including sewing and knitting courses, and basic Myanmar Traditional Martial Arts training for

physical fitness, right to freedom of religion, while additionally review the status of implementation of

recommendations made during their previous visit.

The findings and recommendations from the inspection visits will be sent to the relevant

department for necessary action, in line with the Commission’s law.

The Myanmar National Human Rights Commission Inspected

the Daydanaw Home for the Aged

An inspection team led by members of the
Myanmar National Human Rights Commission,
conducted an Inspection visit to the Daydanaw
Home for the Aged in Kungyangon Township,
Yangon Reglon, on 29 May 2026. During the visit,
the Inspection team examined whether the elderly
are accepted in accordance with the rules and
regulations of the facility. The team inspected
the conditions of the provision of healthcare
services, food and nutrition supplement, clean

drinking water and household water, freedom of

religion, and the overall hygiene and sanitation of
dormitories, bathrooms, toilets, and kitchens. The
team also inquired about arangements to ensure
barrier-free movements In the buildings, and
arrangements for recreation and relaxation for the
elderly, the availability of social pension support,
and the accessibility of pension payments for
eligible residents.

The inspection team will send its findings
and recommendations to the relevant department
in accordance with the Commission’s law for

necessary action.

Rights Commission, which serves as a guideline for
its operations, and is diligently executing its tasks
accordingly.

U Zaw Lwin Htoo, Director of the
Commission office addressed the lectures on
Human Rights at the Detective Officer Training
Course No. (199) held at Criminal Investigation
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Department (Insein) on 11 May 2026 from 12;30 to 14:55. In this regard, the Director covered the lectures
on Human Rights Concept, Universal Declaration of Human Rights (UDHR) and the Organization and

Functions of Myanmar National Human Rights Commission. The lecturer then responded to the trainee
guestions. A total of 120 officers Including 24 female officers attended the aforementioned course.
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By Section 22 (a) of the Myanmar National
Human Rights Commission Law, the Commission
is preparing to raise public awareness of human
rights by disseminating information and educating
the public as much as possible. On May 22, 2026,
from 10:00 AM to 3:00 PM, Director U Zaw Lwin
Htoo and Deputy Director Daw Mi Mi Khaing from
the MNHRC Office conducted human rights training
sessions at the Media Training Course Batch (7),
currently being held at the Myanmar Media Council
[Yangon). Recognizing that the media sector plays
a vital role in a nation's development, peace, and

public interest, the training aimed to develop
qualified and constructive media professionals
who ensure the public has access to accurate
information. The sessions covered basic concepts
of human rights, the Universal Declaration of
Human Rights (UDHR), the establishment and
activities of the Myanmar National Human Rights
Commission, and the relationship between media
and human rights.

The training was attended by a total of 30
participants, comprising 21 males and 9 females.
The trainers addressed and answered the various
queries raised by the attendees.

Status of Handing Complaints

During May 2026, MNHRC received 81 Complaints. The complaint investigation team
held 3 complaint screening meetings for examining the complaints and 9 complaint were
referred to the departments concerned. In 10 cases, the complainants were advised on more

appropriate remedies. The 33 cases were recorded in accordance with the MNHRC Law. 29
